RE Yearly overview 2025/26
Religious Education at our school aims to develop pupils’ understanding of different religions and worldviews, fostering respect, curiosity and open-mindedness. Through RE, children explore beliefs, practices and values, and reflect on their own experiences and ideas. RE supports pupils in becoming thoughtful, informed and responsible members of a diverse society.
We Follow the Bucks agreed syllabus as a core framework to support the teaching of RE. This curriculum is broad and balance. This overview shows the content taught meets the needs of our pupils and aligns with our school context. Teachers further adapt and enhance the syllabus within lessons, responding to pupils’ emerging needs and ensuring high-quality, personalised approach that addresses barriers to learning. We aim to Understand the nature, role and influence of religion and worldviews locally, nationally and globally. Reflect on questions of meaning, purpose and value. Formulate reasoned opinions and arguments and Engage in meaningful dialogue in relation to people of different beliefs, appreciating diversity and shared humanity. 
In EYFS, RE is delivered through play, first experiences and personal exploration. Children explore special people, places and celebrations. Noticing similarities and differences in families, cultures and beliefs. We begin to ask questions about meaning and identity through everyday routines and story-based contexts. In KS1 Christianity as the principal religion as well as other non-religious perspectives. Core enquiry questions about belonging, important people, festivals and stories enhance their ability to learn and understand more. They develop understanding of religious stories, celebrations and practices, and begin to connect these to their own lives. In LKS2 Christianity, Islam and Hinduism with room for other worldviews as relevant is studied. We include themes that explore how beliefs shape behaviour and community life. Making comparisons between beliefs and everyday experience. In UKS2 children progress to Reflection on Core questions about meaning, purpose, values and how beliefs are lived out. Advanced enquiry work that encourages articulation of personal views alongside understanding of others. We build on capacity for thoughtful questioning and respectful discussion.
These questions also capture the endpoint of each unit. By the end of Key Stage 2, pupils should: understand a range of religious and non-religious worldviews, be able to compare beliefs and practices with insight and respect, express informed and reflective viewpoints and demonstrate empathy, tolerance and curiosity about diverse communities. 
This overview is reviewed every year to ensure that the curriculum is suitable and well planned.
